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Using a Child Safety Seat isn’t easy, but most people buy one, look at the pictures, read the installation instructions, and have it installed in less than 5 minutes. Did you know that in about 95 percent are installed incorrectly? Installing the seat properly is critical to proper protection of the child in a vehicle crash.  Most people assume that if the seat belt is connected to the car seat it must be correctly installed. Motor vehicle crashes account for the majority of deaths and injuries to children under the age of 14 each year and over half of these deaths could be prevented if the children were riding in the appropriate, correctly used restraints.  

With the increased awareness of safely buckling children in car seats Medical Rescue Team South (MRTSA) will be offering free car seat safety inspections during the annual National State Farm Car Seat Safety Day on Saturday May 20, 2006. The safety inspections will be held at the Medical Rescue Team South’s Headquarters building located at 315 Cypress Way in Mt. Lebanon off Castle Shannon Blvd. To assure proper fit of the car seat please be sure to bring the child/children who will be using the car seat. The Car Seat Safety Checks will begin at 10:00 AM and continue until 1:30 PM. Each car seat check will take approximately 30 minutes so please allow enough time to have the seat properly fitted. If you are interested in having an inspection done on your carseat please call 412-343-5111 to schedule an appointment.

The MRTSA car seat technicians have successfully completed their training through the Team Educators for Child Safety (TECHS) program. This program is 40 hours in length and addresses the various types of car seats available and the proper installation of each.
